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L EGISLATIVE  REPORT 

 
    I apologize for not submitting my column last month 
and I thank Trish Meserve and Gene Culp for improvis-
ing for me. 
    They did a very good job.  Maybe I’ll have to do this 
again sometime, just not under the same circumstances.  
I was admitted into the hospital for surgery on Monday 
and released on Saturday without a gall bladder. 
    During my stay in the hospital I lost just over 20 
pounds in weight, but have already started to gain some 
of that back after I started eating again. 
    In the meantime, the US Congress has been very ac-
tive but has accomplished very little.  For the first time 
in 20 years, Congress has failed to pass any appropria-
tions bill before the start of the next fiscal year.   The 
State Children’s Health Insurance Program (SCHIP) was 
passed twice by the Congress and vetoed both times by 
President Bush because it contained provisions that he 
felt were too costly.  It now appears that the majority 
leaders intend to pass the act again with provisions that 
are unacceptable to the President and he is likely to veto 
the act again.   
    In the past I have often tried to explain the difference 
between the National Defense Authorization Act and the 
National Defense Appropriations Bill, and now I find it 
even more confusing. 
    Congress is working to pass both bills at the same 
time as well as a “continuing resolution” that will keep 
the rest of the government running at last year’s spend-
ing levels, and it is difficult keeping them all separated 
out. 
    About four months ago the House approved the Mili-
tary Construction and Veterans Affairs Appropriations 
Bill and then attached it to the Labor, Health and Human 
Services Appropriations Bill which contained a plethora 
of “pork” from both political parties.  The combined bill 
was then sent to the Senate for approval. 
    Due to a provision in Senate rules adopted in Septem-
ber of this year, Senator Kay Bailey Hutchison was able 
to use a ‘point of order’ to separate the two appropria-
tion bills sending the Labor/HHS bill back to the House 
without the Veterans bill attached. 
    The President had said he would veto the Labor/HHS 
bill because it is over budget, but that he would sign the 
Military Construction and Veterans Affairs Bill.  The 
Labor/HHS Bill was vetoed on Tuesday, November 13, 
while the defense spending bill and the “continuing reso-
lution” were signed into law. 
    The “continuing resolution” will allow continued op-
erations of other federal agencies through December 14 
– a good indication that Congress doesn’t expect to fin-

ish up all of its appropriations and other work until mid-
December. 
    Another example of the bickering between the Con-
gress and the Administration is H. R. 1495, The Water 
Resources Development Act of 2007.  “To provide for 
the conservation and development of water and related 
resources, to authorize the Secretary of the Army to con-
struct various projects for improvements to rivers and 
harbors of the United States and for other purposes.” 
    This bill was introduced in the House in March, 2007.  
At that time the estimated cost according to the Congres-
sional Budget Office was 6.7 billion dollars over a five 
year period, slightly over the amount the President had 
asked for. 
    The bill was passed by the House in May 2007 with an 
estimated cost of 8.1 billion dollars.  The final bill, after 
the House/Senate conference report, had an estimated 
five year cost of 11.2 billion dollars.  The President ve-
toed the bill because it was too costly. 
    The Congress passed the bill over the President’s veto 
on November 8.  I have heard several examples of ear 
marks (pork) contained in the bill.    
    Partisan politics have always been with us in Washing-
ton D.C.  As an organization that works with the mem-
bers of all political parties for the benefit of the military 
community, MOAA stays out of the partisan fights. 
    MOAA National has done its best to carefully walk a 
safe line between the two major political parties.  I be-
lieve they have done an admirable job and have suc-
ceeded in not antagonizing the members of either party. 
    I would like to be able to do the same.  However, I feel 
that politicians don’t seem to be trying to do what is best 
for the country.  They all seem to be more interested in 
playing “gotcha” against the other party in order to ad-
vance their own party’s agenda and don’t seem to care 
what happens to our country.  They don’t seem to care 
that their actions, or lack of action, damage our country’s 
reputation and standing with the other countries of the 
world. 
    It also means that nothing gets done here at home.  I 
think it is time for us average citizens to speak out. 
    If you agree with me, then next time you have occasion 
to talk to or send an email to a politician let him/her know 
that you are fed-up with all the partisanship and want 
them to take actions that advance our country and not tear 
it down.

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    While heading into the holiday sea-
son; I am reminded of the many bless-
ings we have.  Here, at MOAA, I find 
that we (the Alamo Chapter) are 
blessed with great people.

By early afternoon television news 
crews had started gathering in Ms. Co-
thren's classroom to report about this 
crazy teacher who had taken all the 
desks out of her room. 

The final period of the day came and as 
the puzzled students found seats on the 
floor of the deskless classroom. 

Martha Cothren said, "Throughout the 
day no one has been able to tell me just 
what he/she has done to earn the right to 
sit at the desks that are ordinarily found 
in this classroom. Now I am going to tell 
you." 

At this point, Martha Cothren went over 
to the door of her classroom and opened 
it.

Where do School Desks 
 come from? 
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The gravely injured third child was 
medically evacuated by helicopter to 
Dallas. She came away physically un-
scathed.  A plea was issued by Opera-
tion Homefront here in San Antonio to 
National MOAA who in turn asked the 
Texas Council of Chapters to do what 
they could to help this couple.  
    The Alamo Chapter contacted Op-
eration Home Front and found they 
were having a hard time finding hous-
ing for the wife which would permit 
her be here with her husband.  We con-
ferred with Lincoln Military Properties 
(the builders of on-post housing at Ft. 
Sam) and told them of the situation.  
The next day they let us know that they 
could offer the couple a brand new two 
bedroom home on post. 
    The beauty of this was that when I 
called the Operation Home Front repre-
sentative to tell her, the young wife 
was just arriving at Fort Sam Houston 
from Dallas where she had been with 
her last surviving child until he passed 
away.  She and her husband were 
shown the house and they gratefully 
accepted it.  They will be able to stay 
there until he is recovered.  These are 
the kind of things that we can do for 
our young warriors and their families. 
    We will have many other opportuni-
ties for volunteers in the future.  Keep 
in mind, volunteering does not neces-
sarily mean that you have to physically 
do something. It may just be helping 
research solutions to problems that 
these young warriors and their families 
are encountering.  It may be helping to 
solicit services for them that are free or 
at low cost from businesses that you 
patronize on a regular basis. 
    The Alamo Chapter is being recog-
nized more and more within our com-
munity as an organization which is 
helping a great deal.  We need to con-
tinue and expand our efforts!  If you 
are inclined to volunteer in any way, 
please let us know.

Twenty-seven (27) U.S. Veterans, all 
in uniforms, walked into that class-
room, each one carrying a school 
desk. The Vets began placing the 
school desks in rows, and then they 
would walk over and stand alongside 
the wall. 

By the time the last soldier had set 
the final desk in place those kids 
started to understand, perhaps for the 
first time in their lives, just how the 
right to sit at those desks had been 
earned. 

Martha said, "You didn't earn the 
right to sit at these desks. These he-
roes did it for you. They placed the 
desks here for you. Now, it's up to 
you to sit in them. It is your responsi-
bility to learn, to be good students, to 
be good citizens. They paid the price 
so that you could have the freedom 
to get an education. Don't ever forget 
it." 

By the way, this is a true story.... If 
you can read this, thank a teacher.  If 
you read it in English, thank a sol-
dier.

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Ed Note:  Dr. (Col) Stuart Myers is our 
representative on the Fort Sam Houston 
Healthcare Consumer Advisory Coun-
cil.  His report of the November Council 
meeting follows. 

    The FSH Healthcare Consumer Advi-
sory Council (HCAC), chaired by BG 
Gilman, BAMC Commanding General, 
convened on November 13th.  While a 
major part of the meeting dealt with the 
active duty force, topics which impact 
retirees and their dependents were dis-
cussed.  BG Gilman, as before, stressed 
the continuing need for providing the 
best possible medical services for our 
Warriors in Transition (WT).  

    As had been provided at the previous 
HCAC meeting, the "BAMC Access to 
Care Priorities" were listed.  Of the 12 
patient categories, the first three are 
WT/WTU, and the next four include 
AIT students and active duty permanent 
party personnel.  The last five categories 
are:  8. TRICARE Prime enrolled to 
BAMC;  9. TRICARE Prime enrolled to 
SAMSM (San Antonio Multi-Service 
Market);  10. TRICARE Prime enrolled 
to MTFs in GPRMC (Great Plains Re-
gional Medical Community)  11.  Non-
TRICARE Prime referrals with GME 
value and  12. Space Available 
(TRICARE Standard, TRICARE Extra, 
TRICARE Plus, TRICARE For Life.).  

Access to Care (ATC) standards for 
TRICARE are:  1. Urgent Care – 24 
hours,  2. Routine Primary Care – 7 cal-
endar days, and  3. Specialty Care – 28 
calendar days. 

The "Army Provider-Level Satisfaction 
Survey (APLSS) showed a BAMC ser-
vice satisfaction level of over 90% for 
the most recent 12-week period.

  JROTC/ROTC    
  2008 

Our VAVS representative, Susie Tol-
man, provided the following informa-
tion from the meeting held September 
6th at Audie L. Murphy Hospital:  

Acting Director Andrew Welch an-
nounced that funding has been ap-
proved to greatly expand the South 
Texas Outpatient Clinics. 

a. The facility at Harlingen will be 
called South Texas VA Health Care 
Center (STHCC) rather than being 
designated an outpatient clinic.  In 
the next few years, it is expected that 
the VA will be able to provide up to 
95% of veterans’ health care needs at 
this center rather than having them 
travel the long distance to San Anto-
nio.  The Harlingen Health Care Cen-
ter will provide medical, surgical, 
specialized and diagnostic care ser-
vices, including CT scanning and 
MRI’s, for the veterans of the Rio 
Grande Valley area.  Inpatient hospi-
tal care will be available on a con-
tract basis with local hospitals. 

b.  The McAllen Community-Based 
Outpatient Clinic (CBOC) will also 
have additional services available by 
December 2007, including expanded 
mental health (specialized services 
for PTSD and other issues), outpa-
tient dermatology and colonoscopy 
services.  Many of the McAllen 
CBOC will be able to have their spe-
cialized testing and ambulatory sur-
geries performed at the Harlingen 
STHCC instead of being scheduled 
for the Audie L. Murphy Division. 

c. The Corpus Christi Community-
Based Outpatient Clinic (CPOC) will 
have expanded mental health ser-
vices available by December, 2007.  
By December, 2008, Cardiology, 
Pulmonary, Dermatology, Endocri-
nology, Urology and Ophthalmology 
specialized services will be available.  
Inpatient care for short stay admis-
sions will also be done on a contract 
basis in the Corpus Christi area.

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Sumner Hudson has been a member 
of Alamo Chapter for twenty five 
years and has held a variety of lead-
ership positions within the chapter.  
He currently serves on the Board of 
Directors.  The interview was con-
ducted in two sessions; the first by 
chapter President, Ed Marvin and the 
second by the Editor, Gene Culp.  
Space limitations have necessitated 
some editing of Sumner’s comments.� 
 
 I was born May 23, 1922 on a 
farm near Clear Lake IA, 28 miles 
from the Minnesota border  I went in 
the service on October 4, 1940 as an 
enlisted man.  I was a buck private 
and they found out that I had taken 
typing, shorthand and bookkeeping in 
high school. During basic training. 
my company commander, Captain 
Steven S. Hamilton, called me into 
his office.  He told me to come over 
to his S4 office that evening at 7pm (I 
didn’t even know what S4 was at that 
time).   Bill Booth told me that S4 
was where all the supplies were for 
the entire regiment.  I remember 
walking into a huge building which 
had only one light.  Captain Hamilton 
asked me to type a three page memo 
for him in triplicate.  I made an error 
on the first page and two on the third 
but erased them as carefully as I 
could.  I took the memo over to him 
and he looked at it, held it up to a 
light and saw the fixed errors. He said 
that as soon I got through with basic 
training in about 2 weeks that I 
should go to work for him in S4.   
 In those days you received 
orders verbally – there wasn’t any 
TDY like today.  Capt. Hamilton 
asked if I could drive a car.  He pro-
ceeded to tell me that this was a ver-
bal order, no paperwork or anything, 
and his driver would take me over to 
the 17th Div Hq.  I was to talk to the 
Sergeant Major who in those days 
was a Master Sergeant.  I reported to 
him as PFC Hudson.   He said it was 
fairly confidential.  General “Indian 

Joe” Stilwell’s driver was on vacation 
and he was in need of a driver.  I 
thought it strange they picked me out 
from the regiment.  They showed me 
the car which was a Dodge.  I learned 
that day that even as a driver you sa-
luted every time the General ap-
proached the car.  I met Mrs. Stillwell 
on a return trip from Los Angeles. We 
sat and talked while eating the sand-
wiches she had made. I drove for him 
for 30 days until the other driver came 
back.   
 The day before Pearl Harbor, 
four of us were on pass in Carmel, 
California.  We had our pup tents and 
weren’t expected back until Monday 
morning.  We decided about 11am 
Sunday to pack up and had a drink and 
a sandwich at the Coach and Horses 
before we left.  The bartender inquired 
as to whether we were GI’s and told us 
we had to get back to Fort Ord right 
away.  Somebody had said the Japa-
nese had bombed Pearl Harbor.  Upon 
our return, there were cars parked all 
over the place and we ended up walk-
ing back about a mile.  In the office it 
looked as if it was a normal work day.   
 I was sent on an advance party 
to take over land for the 17th Infantry 
from Eureka Ca to Santa Barbara Ca. 
The lieutenant in charge arrived at the 
Golden Gate Bridge on the 7th.  We 
were stopped even though we had a 
command car and there were four of us 
in there.  The general in charge of the 
West Coast defenses had taken over 
and our instructions were to guard the 
bridge.  We had our warm overcoats 
on and M1 rifles with orders to shoot 
submarines!  Kind of like shooting a 
BB gun at someone!  The mission was 
to protect the shore line and there was 
a man every 50 yards down to Santa 
Barbara so that every man was in con-
tact verbally with the next man. We 
had to fill in until the MP battalion 
could arrive.  At six o’clock in the 
morning the battalion arrived and we 
were released.   
During almost a full week, we confis-

cated land from lumber yards, gymnasi-
ums and fairgrounds.  It was something 
I had never even heard about but I sure 
learned fast.  We got all the way down 
to Santa Barbara and that was the end 
of the trip there.  We went back to Peta-
luma CA where the 17th Inf HQ was 
located and gave the papers to now Col 
Hamilton.  Later, I was called into his 
office and he said, “We’re going to 
make you the battalion supply sergeant.  
The 3rd battalion is going down to Bur-
lingame CA and there’s a race track 
down there.  We’ve already arranged 
that your office will be in the betting 
windows area.  Until they decide what 
to do, that’s where it’s going to be.”  I 
have to say that was the softest job I 
had and I had complete control as a 
Specialist Third Class I had complete 
control over the trucks that went back 
and forth between San Mateo CA and 
San Francisco (the Presidio) to get sup-
plies almost every other day.  
 Next, I found out that orders 
had to come out that 17th would be 
heading out; the first place was Attu 
Alaska.  I was again called in by Col. 
Hamilton and he said, “Are you ready 
to go?”  I said, “Yes, sir.” “Well,” he 
said, “I want you to down to the com-
pany area and pack all your clothes.  
Leave your civilian clothes in a special 
box and bring your military clothes up 
here.”   So I said, “Well, sir, what’s 
happening?” and I had gotten to the 
point where I actually could talk with 
him like that.  He said, “I don’t think 
I’m going to tell you.  Just go down and 
do what I said.”  Okay, I did.  When I 
got back to the office, he said, “My 
driver’s going to take you to San Luis 
Obispo.  You’ll get further instructions 
there.”  In those days, you had a lot of 
orders which were called silent orders.  
There were no records made.  I did as 
he told me.  Even the driver didn’t 
know what was going on.  I reported in 
to the Sergeant Major in San Luis 
Obispo and he said, “Well, you finally 
made it, eh?  We’ve been waiting for

An Chat With LTC Sumner Hudson USA (Ret)�
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Shingles Vaccine 
Following a Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention (CDC) recommen-
dation on 19 Oct 07, Tricare now cov-
ers Zostavax, the vaccine designed to 
prevent shingles for beneficiaries 60 
years of age and older. 
Shingles is a painful viral disease that 
affects more than one million Ameri-
cans every year. More than half of 
those cases happen in people age 60 
and older. Shingles is caused by the 
varicella-zoster virus, the same virus 
that causes chickenpox in children. It 
remains in the body for decades, sleep-
ing in nerve cells along the spinal col-
umn. A shingles rash usually appears 
on one side of the face or body and last 
between two and four weeks. It is 
painful and can be accompanied by 
fever, headache, chills and upset stom-
ach. The CDC recommends a single 
dose of shingles vaccine for everyone 
age 60 and over. Tricare covers all 
immunizations recommended by the 
CDC. For more information on shin-
gles and the vaccine, refer to the CDC 
Web site, www.cdc.gov/vaccines.  
 
According to the CDC, a person 
should not get the shingles vaccine 
who: 
1) has ever had a life-threatening aller-
gic reaction to gelatin, the antibiotic 
neomycin or have any severe allergies. 
2) has a weakened immune system 
because of: HIV/AIDS or another dis-
ease that affects the immune system; 
3) received treatment with drugs that 
affect the immune system, such as 
steroids; cancer treatment such as ra-
diation or chemotherapy; a history of 
cancer affecting the bone marrow or 
lymphatic system, such as leukemia or 
lymphoma. 
4) has active, untreated tuberculosis. 
5) is pregnant, or might be pregnant. 
Women should not become pregnant 
until at least three months after getting 
the shingles vaccine.

Our VAVS representative, Susie Tol-
man, provided the following informa-
tion from the meeting held September 
6th at Audie L. Murphy Hospital:  Act-
ing Director Andrew Welch an-
nounced that funding has been ap-
proved to greatly expand the South 
Texas Outpatient Clinics. 

 a. The facility at Harlingen 
will be called South Texas VA Health 
Care Center (STHCC) rather than be-
ing designated an outpatient clinic.  In 
the next few years, it is expected that 
the VA will be able to provide up to 
95% of veterans’ health care needs at 
this center rather than having them 
travel the long distance to San Anto-
nio.  The Harlingen Health Care Cen-
ter will provide medical, surgical, spe-
cialized and diagnostic care services, 
including CT scanning and MRI’s, for 
the veterans of the Rio Grande Valley 
area.  Inpatient hospital care will be 
available on a contract basis with local 
hospitals. 

 b.  The McAllen Community-
Based Outpatient Clinic (CBOC) will 
also have additional services available 
by December 2007, including ex-
panded mental health (specialized ser-
vices for PTSD and other issues), out-
patient dermatology and colonoscopy 
services.  Many of the McAllen CBOC 
will be able to have their specialized 
testing and ambulatory surgeries per-
formed at the Harlingen STHCC in-
stead of being scheduled for the Audie 
L. Murphy Division. 

 c. The Corpus Christi Commu-
nity-Based Outpatient Clinic (CPOC) 
will have expanded mental health ser-
vices available by December, 2007.  
By December, 2008, Cardiology, Pul-
monary, Dermatology, Endocrinology, 
Urology and Ophthalmology special-
ized services will be available.  Inpa-
tient care for short stay admissions 
will also be done on a contract basis in 
the Corpus Christi area..

    The Defense Authorization Bill has 
not been completed and probably will 
not be until after Thanksgiving.  The 
Authorization Bill includes law changes 
needed to authorize troop levels, weap-
ons procurement, new programs and 
changes in pay and benefits. 
    The President has also signed a new 
law authorizing a COLA increase of 
2.3%.  The COLA change applies to VA 
disability payments, military retired pay, 
DIC and Social Security.  He also signed 
another bill authorizing suicide preven-
tion measures for veterans.  This will 
address training, screening and tracking 
veterans at risk for suicide or other men-
tal illnesses, including PTSD.

    The Defense Appropriations Bill 
has been signed into law.  Among the 
items of interest that are now law is: 
· $459 billion for the Department of 
Defense, $39.7 billion above 2007. 
· $23.5 billion for Defense Health 
Programs.  $918 million more than the 
President’s budget.  This also fully 
funds the $1.9 billion shortfall in TRI-
CARE, which will prevent any in-
creases in co-pays. 
· Adds $70 million to fund pro-
grams for the Dignified Treatment of 
Wounded Warriors Act. 
· Increases military pay 3.5% for all 
service members.  This is .5% more 
than the President’s request. 
· Increased the end strength of the 
Army by 7,000; Marines by 5,000 and 
the National Guard by 1,300. 
· Adds $900 million for the Na-
tional Guard and Reserves to procure 
new and better equipment since theirs 
have been depleted by the continuing 
conflict. 
· $2.6 billion for additional military 
family counselors, teachers and day
