    Someone has said the Scots named 
it “Golf” because “Aw, *$#@” was 
already taken. 

    But, millions of golfers all over the 
world enjoy the game despite its 
frustrations.  Others have tried it and 
decided “Not for me!” 

     Whether you play golf or you 
don’t, you quite likely agree that 
helping warriors and their families as 
they recuperate and try to return to a 
“normal” life is good.  And, you 
quite likely agree that helping young 
Americans gain a college education 
is also good.

    On Friday, March 28th, our Alamo 
chapter is hosting its first annual golf 
tournament at Ft Sam Houston’s 
Loma course. 

    The net proceeds will be evenly 
divided between the FSH Warriors 
and Family Support Center and our 
chapter’s Scholarship Fund.  A 1:00 
p.m. shotgun start will begin the 
tournament and an awards dinner 
will close out the event. 

    At this point, those of you who 
don’t play golf will turn your atten-
tion to other matters thinking “Not

“Golf”, “Help”- Four Letter Words 
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    The president signed the Na-
tional Defense Appropriations Bill 
but allowed the Authorizations Bill 
to be vetoed through the “Pocket 
Veto” system which means that 
Congress will have to pass an up-
dated version later this month. 

    The administration’s concern 
was over a provision that would 
have allowed lawsuits against the 
assets of Iraq for the crimes of Sa-
dam Hussein.  The veto reflects the 
President’s strong belief that the 
current Iraq Government desper-
ately needs all the assets to build a 
stable government and shouldn’t 
be held responsible for the crimes 
of the previous regime. 

    This means that when Congress 
returned in January from vacation 
they had to act promptly to pass 
the defense authorization bill 
again, and send it back to the Presi-
dent for signature.   

    There will be some effects for 
certain categories as the result of 
the month-long delay in signing 
the bill.  For example, active duty, 
Guard and Reserve troops will see 
a 3% pay raise rather than the ex-
pected 3.5% in their first 2008 pay-
checks. 

    The good news is that as soon as 
the legislation is signed they will 
receive the entire 0.5% as a lump 
sum payment back to January 1.  
Since most of the pay and benefits 
provisions have a specific effective 
date there will be a similar result. 

    The House passed the NDAA on 
January 16th with a Special Survi-
vor Indemnity Allowance author-
ized for survivors of active duty 
and retired members.  The Allow-
ance will be paid to eligible survi-
vors beginning Oct 1, 2008 
through 2016. 

    However, the Senate version of the 
NDAA does not authorize payment to 
survivors of active duty members and it 
is unlikely the inequity will be corrected.  
MOAA anticipates separate legislation 
will be required to provide eligibility to 
survivors of active duty members. 

    The delay that will occur in the sign-
ing of the Authorizations Bill will also 
give us the opportunity to contact our 
Senators and Representatives via email 
to once more urge them to adopt a revi-
sion that would restore the full amount 
of SBP that is offset by DIC.  You can 
do this through the MOAA Web site.  
When you have the site up and running, 
click on Legislative Affairs on the top 
bar, this brings up a widow with several 
options.  You only need to click on 
“Contact Congress” and follow the 
prompts. 

    In the MOAA Legislative Update of 
01/04/2008 there is a small box just be-
neath the Letterhead that discusses a 
very important subject that will nega-
tively affect all Uniformed Services. 

    The Task Force on the Future of Mili-
tary Health Care has proposed TRI-
CARE fee increases that are even larger 
than DoD has proposed.  We can take 
action on this by contacting our Senators 
and Representatives and urging them to 
disregard these shocking recommenda-
tions.  MOAA has not as yet developed 
any suggested letters so we are on our 
own on this item. 

    In the MOAA Legislative Update of 
01/11/2008 there is also an item for your 
consideration.  Congress adjourned last 
year before they finalized conference 
debate on H.R. 3997, The Defenders of 
Freedom Tax Relief Act. 

    MOAA is urging everyone to send a 
message to our legislators asking them to 
take immediate action on this bill.  You 
can do so directly from the Legislative 
Update or through the MOAA web site. 

    The MOAA Legislative Goals for 
2008 have been published in the Janu-
ary issue the Military Officer.  They 
can be found on page 38 in the Wash-
ington Scene section of the magazine. 

    There are sure to be changes and 
more goals added later as the year pro-
gresses.  Each subject is discussed in 
summary form and suggestions made 
for we can do.  Since I know all of you 
receive the magazine I won’t take up 
space here listing the proposed 2008 
goals. 

    Please read about them in the Mili-
tary Officer, and start taking action 
now. 

    I receive calls from time to time 
asking questions about various sub-
jects, most of which deal with legisla-
tive affairs. 

    I have also been told that it is diffi-
cult to contact me.  Therefore I have 
decided to make it easier for our mem-
bers to reach me by providing my 
phone number and email address in 
this and future articles.

SBP 
The phase-out of the Social Security 
Offset (SSO) for Survivor Benefit Plan 
(SBP) annuitants is almost complete. 
Currently, beneficiaries receive 50 per-
cent of their deceased spouse's SBP an-
nuity base amount. The fact that the SBP 
payout is 50% instead of the full 55% is 
the SSO. There is no reduction in your 
Social Security amount. Starting April 
2008 all survivors will receive the full

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    The Board of Directors recently approved revisions 
to the Chapter Bylaws based on recommendations of a 
Bylaws Revision committee and staff.  The current By-
laws required revision because of recent approval of the 
new Chapter organizational structure designed to make 
operations more efficient.  The Board also used this as 
an opportunity to revise and clean-up other outdated 
areas of the current Bylaws and to reflect current Chap-
ter operations and governance.  
  
These new Bylaws will be presented for approval to 
the membership at the March 27, 2008 membership 
luncheon meeting. 
 
 The proposed amended Bylaws can be viewed in their 
entirety on www.alamomoaa.org.  The following is an 
executive summary of the revisions.  Please note the 
rationale for each change is highlighted by the state-
ments within the [  ].   
 
 ARTICLE I - ORGANIZATION : Expands the defi-
nition of the Chapter purpose and includes the Chapter 
vision and mission statements.  [Rationale: Provides 
better clarity as to what the organization stands for]. 
ARTICLE II – MEMBERSHIP : Adds “spouses” as 
eligible for membership (without right to vote or hold 
elective office) under the Auxiliary category. [Provides 
a better opportunity to expand membership while ac-
tively involving a very viable and important component 
of our Chapter family]. 
Deletes the hard requirement that Chapter members 
must also be members of MOAA.  [Provides more 
flexibility to attract members.  Bylaws do encourage 
Regular members join MOAA]. 
ARTICLE III – MEETINGS : Changes the annual 
Business meeting from the hard requirement to be held 
each October to being held in the fourth calendar quar-
ter of each year.   [Adds more flexibility to scheduling 
the meeting based on the business at hand and the 
needs of the Chapter – particularly when it is a non-
election year and there is very little business needing 
the attention of the membership].  
ARTICLE IV – VOTING :  Specifies that voting rights 
are only for Regular and Auxiliary members (except 
spouses).  [Leaves no question as to who/who can’t 
vote]. Allows for the Nominating Committee to be ap-
pointed 60-90 days preceding the annual Business 
meeting vs. by Aug 1.   [Again, adds more flexibility to  
operating the Committee rather than be tied to a drop 
dead date]. Changes a quorum at the general member-
ship meeting from “the presence of at least 25 mem-
bers” to “a quorum shall consist of members present 

and voting.”  [Provides more flexibility in conducting the 
business of the Chapter without compromising the spirit 
and intent of good governance]. Lowers the requirement 
for the President to call a special meeting, i.e., takes a re-
quest from only three members of the Board of Directors 
and five members of the Chapter vs. the current require-
ment for five and fifteen, respectively. [Provides for a less 
restrictive means to call a special meeting for the good of 
the membership and Chapter]. 
ARTICLE V – EXECUTIVE STAFF :  Recognizes the 
categories of staff per the current organization structure, 
i.e., elected and appointed staff.  [Better aligns the Bylaws 
to the way the Chapter operates today]. 
ARTICLE VI – BOARD OF DIRECTORS :  Adds the 
requirement for at least one active duty officer on the 
Board.  [Serves to further recognize the importance to the 
Chapter of those still actively serving]. Adds the require-
ment to be a MOAA member to serve on the Board.   
[Makes sense that those in a governing role should support 
the MOAA in its entirety].  Adds that three unexcused ab-
sences by a director will be considered resignation from the 
board.  [Helps ensure that the Board and Governance 
structure is supported by those who want to proactively 
serve the Chapter].  
ARTICLE VII – ELECTED OFFICERS & AP-
POINTED STAFF:  Makes changes to reflect the current 
structure, titles and responsibilities of the elected officers 
and staff. .  [Better aligns the Bylaws to the way the Chap-
ter operates today]. Only the President has vote at the 
Board meetings – the remaining elected officers are ex-
officio, nonvoting members of the Board of Directors.  
[Serves to better align the differing roles of Board and 
Staff as required by the principles of good governance]. 
ARTICLE X – DUES:  Allows for variations in the mem-
bership dues.  Provides more flexibility to support contem-
porary recruitment and retention efforts]. 
ARTICLE XI – CHAPTER FUNDS :  Further defines 
requirements of being a 501(c)3 organization of the Inter-
nal Revenue Code and outlines what to do with assets if the 
Chapter were to dissolve. [To be in better compliance with 
the IRS code and rules as a recognized 501(c)3 organiza-
tion]

EST POLICY:  Adds this entire appendix.  [To be in better 
compliance with the IRS Code and rules as a recognized 
501(c)3 organization] 
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PROPOSED REVISIONS TO THE CHAPTER BYLAWS �
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Sumner Hudson has 
been a member of 
Alamo Chapter for 

twenty five years and has held a vari-
ety of leadership positions within the 
chapter.  He currently serves on the 
Board of Directors.  The interview 
was conducted in two sessions; the 
first by chapter President, Ed Marvin 
and the second by the Editor, Gene 
Culp.  Space limitations have necessi-
tated some editing of Sumner’s com-
ments. 

    Then we were sent to Italy.  Italy 
had just been freed by Montgomery 
going north and we were to go into 
Brendizi right down there in the finger 
of Italy.  We went to Tripoli and got 
on boats on Thanksgiving Day, 1943. 

    We got to our destination about a 
week later and found we were still 
attached to 376th which was in  Deci-
momannu Italy.  We stayed there at 
the headquarters which then moved up 
towards Foggia as they thought the 
land had been cleared but it hadn’t 
been cleared so they had to stop at 
Cherinola, close to Bari. 

    At that time, Montgomery was still 
trying to get Germans out of that area 
so we sat there and did our same old 
deal, food, clothing and so on.  I also 
had the duty of graves registration 
which at our end handled any of the 
men who had been killed. 

    We had to inventory what property 
he had and we had to arrange for cas-
kets (rubber bags).  It was something 
new to me.  That part of my duty 
lasted about two or three months.  
During that time,  we had pushed on to 
Rome and the Brenner Pass and I 
asked if I could be transferred back to 
headquarters of the 43rd at Cherinola.  
I got my wish.     

    Somehow, the Army Air Corps flew 
to Australia and brought back beef 
that had been butchered in Australia.  
Our company did all the cooking for 
the various units so we had to call in 
the Air Corps cooks to teach them 
how to cook on the M-37 field range.  

Ploesti was on the 4th of August and it was 
approximately the 15th by the time they got 
back from Australia.  We had a huge meal 
of good Australian beef for about three 
days.  There was more beef around that 
country than there were men. 

     I had a tremendous job there right at the 
rail station - we did the food work; we did 
all the tents and all the equipment.  And, I 
became kind of dishonest there because I 
found out the supply people at Bari were 
getting tent dressing which was a preven-
tative against rain and the rainy season was 
coming.  So I went down to Bari and they 
said, “Oh, we already have that stuff in the 
warehouse but we can’t release it yet.”   I 
said, “Do you want a requisition for it?”  
They said, “Yeah, you’ll be the first one.”  
So I ordered out a double order for the 
number of tents we had. 

    About three weeks later I got called into 
the office and was asked, “How much 
more dressing do you have for the tents?”  
I said, “Oh, I have enough to go through 
two more applications.”  Then I was asked, 
“Where did you get it?”  I said, “Bari”.  
They said, “Well, it seems that is more 
dressing than they think you should have.  
And the rest of the Air Corps doesn’t 
know what the hell to do because they 
can’t dress their tents and they are getting 
rained out.”  So, of course, the order was 
“Give them half of what you have left.” 
    After the tent dressing deal, we went to 
Bari every day for food and supplies and 
to chat with the guys. One day, the an-
nouncement came out that enemy bombers 
were overhead and to take cover.  We were 
close to Air Corps Service Command and 
there was a big parking lot there.  I had a 
Diamond T truck which had heavy steel 
backing and I told the man driving to head 
for the parking lot. We got there and got 
under the truck.  By this time the bombs 
were going off in the bay and around the 
ships sitting in the harbor. 

    All at once a guy came in under the 
truck and said, “Got room for another 
one?”  I said, “Yes, sir.”  I looked over and 
he had two stars on his shoulder.  I said, 
“Yes, sir. No problem.”   He said, “They 
caught me without any protection.  I was 
in a Jeep down at the docks. We, fortu-

nately, got up here.” 

    The raid actually took about thirty 
minutes.  The boats were blown up.  
They had ammunition on them which 
was going to be taken up north.  The 
general said, “Well, that’s about over 
with.  I better get back to the office.”  

    Years later I was at the terminal in 
Washington, D.C. and there was a gen-
eral walking up the stairs and I got to 
about four steps from him.  He said, 
“Captain, where have I seen you be-
fore?”  I said, “Under a Diamond T 
truck.”  He said, “Your name’s Hudson.  
(I can’t even remember his name now.)  
He said “What are you doing?  Where 
are you going?”  I said, “I’ve got emer-
gency leave.  My daughter’s graduat-
ing.”  He asked, “Emergency for gradua-
tion?”  I said, “Yes, sir.  That’s what we 
call them up there.”     

    “Sergeant,” he said, “hold the Captain 
for a few minutes.”  The sergeant told 
me to stay until the general came back.  I 
asked, “What’s he doing now?”  The 
sergeant said, “He’s chief of the Army 
Air Corps.”  I said, “Well, I’ll be 
darned.” 

    The general came back in about five 
minutes and asked me where my bag-
gage was located.  I said, “Right now it 
is up in the storage area, waiting for a 
plane to the west coast “.  He told me to 
get my bag. I did and came back in 
about four minutes and the general was 
gone but his aide had waited for me.  He 
said, “Come with us.”  I said, “What’s 
going on?”  He said, “The general is 
making a trip to Denver and we can get 
you that far.” 

 We took off in about ten minutes. 

    The general called me up to the front, 
told me to sit down and asked me what I 
had been doing.  I gave him some his-
tory and he said, ”Have you eaten yet?”  
I said, “No, sir.”  He asked, “What do 
you want?” 

    I’ll be darned if he didn’t have cooked 
steak that had been put on the plane.  He 
offered me a drink and then he said,

“We’re going to Tacoma Washington” 
Well, that was about twenty miles from 
where I lived.  That’s an example of the 
stuff that happens to me.
