Here are 
some pointers from MOAA’s Director of Career Transition and Member Services, Brian Anderson.  He 
posted these points in an article entitled “5 Reasons to Visit MOAA’s New Job Board”.  Here are the 
points for connecting with “MOAA’s Job Board powered by Indeed”. 
 

1.  There is a full range of resources and other tools to assist military, veterans and spouses in 
transitioning. 

2. You have the wealth of job opportunities and resources at your beck and call from Indeed.  These 
include resume assistance and job search tips. 

3. Not only is it available 24/7 but it is constantly updated as employers post their new positions.  
Once you set up the alerts, you will be pinged when a new job is posted within your parameters. 

4. It’s free.  You can set up your profile and upload your resume.  You can then start your job 
search. 

5. Indeed has created a Veteran Resource Center hub with veteran-specific career guidance and 
tools to assist you in the process.
